Pack 369 Policy & Procedures
General

· Upon joining Pack 369, a Scout will have thirty days to obtain an official Scout shirt, neckerchief and patches (i.e. Den #, Pack 369, etc.). Though not required, a belt is suggested, since belt loops are awarded for achievements. Additionally, the Scout should obtain the handbook used by his rank as soon as possible after joining. If the Scout is unable to obtain the necessary uniform or book, the parent or guardian should ask the Pack about alternate options.

· A basic insurance policy through Buffalo Trace Council is carried on all Scouts when at a Pack sponsored activity, if medical forms and permission slips have been signed & returned. Medical forms are due for each family member at the time of registration. Permission slips must be turned into the den leader prior to the event. Questions about the provisions of the policy should be directed to the Council office.

· All Scouts are encouraged to attend all den and Pack meetings. If unable to attend a den meeting, the parent should advise the Den Leader. No Scout who participates to a reasonable degree and actively pursues his advancement will be removed from the Pack.

· Pack 369 follows the disciplinary policy of Warrick County School Corporation.

Den Meetings

· Upon joining Pack 369, each Scout shall be placed into a den by the Cubmaster and Pack Committee Chair.

· Den meetings shall occur at least twice per month. Time and place for den meetings will be determined by the Den Leader.

· Parents are responsible for the conduct of their Scouts and tag-a-longs before, during and after den meetings.

· All Scouts and leaders are expected to wear uniforms to den meetings unless otherwise advised.

· Parents are expected to pick up their Scouts promptly at the end of den meetings. (Tiger parents must attend the whole den meeting with their Scout.)

Pack Meetings

· Pack meetings are scheduled on a monthly basis. A schedule will be available at the first Pack meeting. All meetings will be held at JH Castle Elementary unless otherwise noted.

· Pack meetings will commence promptly at 6:30 p.m. unless otherwise advised by the Cubmaster. Gathering activities will begin at 6:15 p.m.

· All Scouts and leaders are expected to wear uniforms to Pack meetings unless otherwise advised. Uniform inspections will be held at Pack meetings.
· A parent or guardian must attend all Pack meetings, outings & events with the Scout.

· All Scouts will sit with their dens during Pack meetings. Parents and siblings will be seated in the back of the meeting room.

· Parents are responsible for the conduct of their Scout and tag-a-longs before, during and after Pack meetings.

· Parents should set an example for the Scouts and keep noise and talking to a minimum.

Parental Information

· Scouts are encouraged to participate in all fundraisers sponsored by either the Pack or Boy Scouts of America. Fundraisers help the Pack raise money for awards, projects and programs for the Scouts. No leader of Pack 369 receives any monetary compensation for the work performed for Cub Scouts.

· There are annual Den dues and Pack fees assessed per Scout per school year. Any refunds will be discussed and decided by Pack Committee with no refunds given after December each year.

· Cub Scouting is a game with a purpose, a game full of exciting things to do, but the rewards of Scouting are many. Good citizenship, self-respect, a fit body, moral growth and camaraderie are the Pack’s goals for all Scouts.

· All parents are encouraged to become an active participant in their sons’ Scouting programs. Various volunteer positions are available within the Pack. We need your help!! We can provide the Scouts, the meeting place and the training. The one thing we cannot provide is YOU… the adult leader. Without parent volunteers, there can be no Cub Scouts.

· All Scout families will be required to help plan and execute at least one Scout meeting or event per year.
